GIANT HOGWEED ALERT

In my August/September 2007 Newsletter article
and my August/September 2009 Newsletter article,
| wrote advising Rush residents about a GIANT
HOGWEED which was spotted in a few places in
Rush. We have once again been informed that the
giant weed is back in our Town. | have taken
action on three locations that are within the State
right-of-way.

The GIANT HOGWEED resembles a plant that you
may know as “Queen Anne’s Lace”, but is much
bigger and taller. The flowers are numerous, small
and white in June and July, clustered into a flat
topped umbel (umbrella shape) up to 2 Y% feet
across. Stems are hollow, rigid, 2-4 inches in
diameter, 8-14 feet tall, with purple blotches and
coarse white hairs. The especially prominent hairs
circle the stem at the base of the leaf stalks.
Leaves are lobed, deeply incised and up to 5 feet
across. The fruit is dry, flattened, oval and about
3/8 inches long and tan with brown lines.

The GIANT HOGWEED is Hazardous and has the
potential to cause severe skin irritation. Plant sap
produces painful, burning blisters within 24 to 48
hours after contact. Plant juices also can produce
painless red blotches that later develop into
purplish or brownish scars that may persist for
several years.

GIANT HOGWEED is a Federal Noxious Weed,
making it unlawful to propagate, sell or transport. If
you see this weed, please report it by calling the
GIANT HOGWEED HOTLINE at 1-845-256-3111/
e-mail ghogweed@gw.dec.state.ny.us.

Arrangements will be made to visit your property.
DO NOT ATTEMPT TO MOW, CUT OR
WEEDWACK. Both the New York State
Department of Agriculture and Markets and the
United States Department of Agriculture strongly
encourage homeowners/landowners to call the
hotline as the first step towards managing a
suspected Giant Hogweed infestation.

Let’s do our part here in the Town of Rush to help
stop the spread of this dangerous weed.

ACQUISITION OF PROPERTY

The New York State Commissioner of the Office of
General Services has granted and conveyed to the
Town of Rush for the sum of $1.00, 100.458 acres
of land to be used for park and recreational
purposes. This property is west of the Rochester
Chapter of the National Railway Historical Society
and east of the Genesee River. Approximately 35
acres of this property has been and is currently
being farmed by a local farmer. The Rochester
Chapter of the National Railway Historical Society
has requested an easement for a portion of the
property that they would use for parking and/or
equipment display. This has not been a taxable

property. The Town Board has not decided on
granting any easements, nor has it decided on an
immediate use of the property, other than adding to
the preservation of land in the Town.

VANDALISM AT THE TOWN HALL

On July 18, 2010, damage was done to the hand
railings outside of the Town Hall. Using our camera
system, we observed this being done by two
teenage boys riding their bicycles on the railings,
which removed some of the paint. Those
responsible were identified and admitted guilt to the
Monroe County Sheriff on July 20, 2010. Proper
action was taken to repair the damage at no cost to
the Town. This is not the first time these cameras
have assisted us in identifying a possible problem
or provide evidence for prosecution. In my article
titted “Town Park Pavilion” in this issue of the
Newsletter, | mentioned that cameras are installed
and operating at the Pavilion and playground.

2011 BUDGET

Budget preparation began in June with the
distribution of budget forms to department heads.
Department heads file detailed budget estimates
with the Budget Officer by the end of July. Budget
workshops are held in August, where department
heads present their budgets to the Town Board for
their review. This year, the workshops will be held
on August 18" and 25" at 7:00 p.m. In mid-
September, the Budget Officer informs the
department heads of the Town Board’s decision for
the Tentative Budget. In late September, the
Budget Officer files the Preliminary Town Budget
with the Town Clerk. A Public Hearing is held on
the Preliminary Town Budget in October and the
Town Board has until November 10, 2010 to adopt
the Preliminary Town Budget. The adoption of the
Budget is usually done at the last scheduled Town
Board meeting prior to November 20", so that we
can make any last minute adjustments.

Important Revenue sources are not expected to
decline further in 2011. Sales Tax Revenue — our
largest, single source of revenue, is expected to be
about $210,000 in 2010 and 2011, after peaking at
$263,000 in 2008. We expect the taxable
assessed value of the Town to increase a fraction
of 1%. With major cost increases expected for
Health Care and State Retirement, we anticipate
the need to continue reducing operating costs or
perhaps reducing services. Raising taxes would be
a last resort.

School tax bills for the 2010-2011 school taxes will
be mailed the last business day of August. If you
have paid off your mortgage during the last few
months or will do so before the September school
tax bills are mailed, please contact the Town
Clerk’s Office. This will assure that the bill is sent
directly to the homeowner and not the mortgage
company. Any delay in receiving your bill may
result in penalties being levied. According to State
law, you are responsible for paying taxes even if
you do not receive a bill and interest fees cannot be
waived by the local collector. If you do NOT
receive a bill, please call the Town Clerk’s
Office as soon as possible and request a
duplicate bill.

THE OLD STONE HOUSE

For over a century, the old stone house at 6123
Rush Lima Road has stood sentinel-like on its knoll
at the southern edge of our hamlet. Many siill
remember passing by the structure on their daily
route as they were growing up. The present owner
purchased the property with the intent to restore it
for another 100 years of use. It has now become
reality that time and the elements have taken a toll.
Unfortunately, the realities of cost associated with
the restoration have come to light and, as you
might imagine, are prohibitive. To bring the
structure into compliance for a Certificate of
Occupancy will be well above any reasonable
investment for such a project. There is a lot of local
sentiment about the structure, but no historic
regulation to enforce restoration.

As a result, the owner has stated his intent to
demolish the structure. We expect that will happen
in the near future.

In my opinion There has been some
discussion and articles in various news outlets
about property assessments. | would like to
reiterate what | was taught in regards to
assessments. Perhaps it will help explain some of
the recent public dialog. | call this the three rules of
real property valuation. Rule one: your assessment
is my opinion of value. There you have it, an
opinion of value, not a statement of fact. Rule two:
the opinion is based on three methodologies.
That's right three methodologies, not three
mathematical equations. Rule three: no two people
have the same opinion. Thus, there might be some
conflict because the assessed value correlates to
the amount of real property tax you pay.

But here is some good news. If you look at all the
taxes you pay, and we all pay a lot in taxes. | know
of no other tax that allows you to get relief. For
example, | don’t believe you can go to the IRS and
have a little informal chat about the tax
methodology. But you can with your Assessor of
Real Property Assessments. | don’'t believe you
can seek relief with the IRS through a Board of
Review, if not happy with your informal meeting
with the assessor. But you can with your property
assessment. | don’t believe you can sue the IRS or
take them to small claims if you are not happy with
the Board of Review determination. As a property
owner, you can seek relief through judicial review of
the Real Property Assessment. Is the Real Property
Assessment a perfect system? No. It is an opinion
of value not a statement of fact. For more
information on Real Property Assessment, visit the
Office of Real Property Services website:

Fire Extinguishers

The use of a fire extinguisher in the
hands of a trained adult can be a life and
property saving tool. However, a majority
of adults have not had fire extinguisher
training and may not know how and
when to use them. Fire extinguisher use
requires a sound decision making
process and training on their proper use
and maintenance.

Should | Use a Fire Extinguisher? Consider the
following three questions before purchasing or
using a fire extinguisher to control a fire:

1. What type of fire extinguisher is needed?
Different types of fires require different types of
extinguishers. For example, a grease fire and an
electrical fire require the use of different
extinguishing agents to be effective and safely put
the fire out.

Basically, there are five different types of
extinguishing agents. Most fire extinguishers
display symbols to show the kind of fire on which
they are to be used.
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Types of Fire Extinguishers

Class K fire extinguishers
are intended for use on
fires that involve
vegetable oils, animal
oils, or fats in cooking
appliances. These
extinguishers are
generally found in
commercial kitchens,
such as those found in
restaurants, cafeter
and caterers. Class K
extinguishers are now
finding their way into the
residential market for use
in kitchens.

There are also multi-purpose fire extinguishers
such as those labeled "B-C" or "A-B-C" that can be
used on two or more of the above type fires.

2. Is the fire at a point where it might still be
controlled by a fire extinguisher? Portable fire
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extinguishers are valuable for immediate use on
small fires. They contain a limited amount of
extinguishing material and need to be properly
used so that this material is not wasted. For
example, when a pan initially catches fire, it may be
safe to turn off the burner, place a lid on the pan,
and use an extinguisher. By the time the fire has
spread, however, these actions will not be
adequate. Only trained firefighters can safely
extinguish such fires.

Use a fire extinguisher only if:

You have alerted other occupants and someone
has called the fire department;

The fire is small and contained to a single object,
such as a wastebasket;

You are safe from the toxic smoke produced by the
fire;

You have a means of escape identified and the fire
is not between you and the escape route; and

Your instincts tell you that it is safe to use an
extinguisher.

If all of these conditions are not present, you should
NOT try to use a fire extinguisher. Alert other
occupants, leave the building following your home
escape plan, go to the agreed upon meeting place,
and call the fire department from a cell phone or a
neighbor's home.

3. Am | physically capable of using the
extinguisher? Some people have physical
limitations that might diminish or eliminate their
ability to properly use a fire extinguisher. People
with disabilities, older adults, or children may find
that an extinguisher is too heavy to handle or it may
be too difficult for them to exert the necessary
pressure to operate the extinguisher.

Maintenance

Fire extinguishers need to be regularly checked to
ensure that: The extinguisher is not blocked by
furniture, doorways, or anything that might limit
access in an emergency. The pressure is at the
recommended level. Some extinguishers have
gauges that indicate when the pressure is too high
or too low. All parts are operable and not damaged
or restricted in any way. Make sure hoses and
nozzles are free of insects or debris. There should
not be any signs of damage or abuse, such as
dents or rust, on the extinguisher. The outside of
the extinguisher is clean. Remove any oil or grease
that might accumulate on the exterior.
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Additionally:

Shake dry chemical extinguishers once a month to
prevent the powder from settling or packing. Check
the manufacturer's recommendations. Pressure
test the extinguisher (a process called hydrostatic
testing) after a number of years to ensure that the
cylinder is safe to use. Find out from the owner's
manual, the label, or the manufacturer when an
extinguisher may need this type of testing.
Immediately replace the extinguisher if it needs
recharging or is damaged in any way.

FIRE DISTRICT: You are reminded that it is your
responsibility to have access for emergency
equipment onto your property. Recently our crews
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have had problems getting in with the ambulance
due to low branches and bushes. This slows our
response and has damaged our vehicles. The lack
of visible house numbering also remains a problem!

Update: The fire district has dry hydrant pipes and
hook ups to be located at ponds or other water
sources in the district where there are no hydrants.

Your fire department and ambulance has
responded to 200 calls as of July 15™.

FIRE DEPARTMENT & AMBULANCE: A special
‘thank you” to all of the residents that have
contributed to our annual fund drive. Your
firefighters appreciate the Rush community
financial support that is unmatched per mailing
anywhere in western New York! We will be sending
a second mailing fund drive request in the early fall
to the 400 residents who have not responded.

Thank you to Greg Swarthout of Plains Road,
Mendon (All -Temp Refrigeration) for the donation
of a used Ice Machine — It really came in handy for
the carnival.

The Rush firefighters are providing the hots and
hamburgs for the summer picnics that the senior
citizens hold in the fire departments pavilion.

NEW RESCUE: The Rescue was designed by
members of the Rush Fire Department. It was put
in service July 1%. This truck was donated to the
Rush Fire District (Rush taxpayers) by the fire
department. It is a custom 2010 HME with the 18'
box being built by Emergency Vehicles Inc. (All
aluminum body and chassis) The cost was
$440.000. $35,000 of it was taxpayer money (Rush
Fire District) for the 30' telescoping 9000 watt light
tower and the air bottle filling station. The rest came
from part of 19 years worth of Fund Drives,
Carnival profit and sale of the 1974 truck in 1991
for $7,500. The membership decided to sell our
1991 Rescue while it was still worth something. The
new truck has a 370 HP engine with automatic
transmission. 6 person A/C cab with anti-lock
brakes, skid and rollover prevention computer, right
side and back up cameras. It has a 35 KW PTO
generator with flood light mounted on all four sides
of the rig. It also has 12 volt LED scene lights on
three sides. A 12,000 Ib., front mounted winch and
roll up doors. In the rear compartment there are 3
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reels with 100" hydraulic lines hooked to two cutters
and the "jaws of life" run by a 220 volt electric
pump. (All three can be used at the same time.) It
also has a stand-alone back up gas driven pump
for the system. There is two 200' reels of electric
line (one in front of body driver's side and one at
passenger side rear corner).

There is a 300 PSI 100' air line on a reel for air
operated tools. Because of the flood lights being in
the body, the top bin compartments are 15" deeper
without making the truck any taller than the one we
had. We could not carry all the water rescue
equipment on the old truck. It is now located on
one vehicle. The photos provided were at the NYS
Fire Chief Convention at Turning Stone in June
where thousands of firefighters and fire officers got
to see the truck. We got $60,000 from Rushville FD
for the 1991 truck. Due to the new government
engine standards any truck built after this
year model would have cost $25,000 more just for
required EPA, OSHA, NFPA and other
requirements. (Photos at Rush.org.)
