


2009 BUDGET

The Preliminary Budget will be available at the
Town Clerk’s Office after October 1, 2008. In order
to keep you informed on our work to date on the
budget, | am providing you with Tentative Budget
information:

Taxable Value — Almost no increase in
Taxable value exists for 2009 taxes. See Town
Taxable Valuation chart. This is due to virtually
no new construction and no revaluation done in
2008. This will put pressure on our budget for
2009.

Wage Adjustment — Inflation is running
about 4.0% - 5.9% depending on the index used.
We are recommending that a 3% increase be
granted on January 1, 2009 to all employees. The
cost of the increase is $31,784, including rate-
related benefits. This translates to about 12 cents
in taxes.

Unexpended Balances - The Town
continues to be in a strong financial position with
expected year-end unappropriated Fund Balances
amounting to about 25% of appropriations.
Unexpended Balances are similar to a household
savings balance and are needed to operate the
Town if unexpected needs arise. Unexpended
Balances also allow the Town to operate in January
before new taxes are collected without borrowing.

Unexpended Balances can also be partially
used to fund some of the appropriations in the 2009
Budget reducing taxes that would otherwise be
necessary. This is the approach taken in recent
years by the Town. It is generally accepted that a
15% level is considered minimal for this purpose.
We recommend that a target of 20% be used by the
Town. This target would suggest that $75,000 is
available to be committed to the 2009 Budget. See
Fund Balance chart.

Property Taxes — based on what we now
know or assume, all of the above can be
accomplished in 2009 with only a slight increase in
tax rate over 2008. A rate of about $4.40 would be
needed. This would represent an increase of about
15 cents (3.6%) over 2008. This may change as
important information is learned over the next 2
months. For example, Blue Cross may announce
rate increases for next year which greatly exceed
the 12% increase we have estimated.

The deadline for approval of the Preliminary Budget
is December 20, 2008. We plan to schedule a
Public Hearing on the Preliminary Budget at the
November 12, 2008 Town Board Meeting.

Apple Pie*

Crust
1 cup flour
Y, teaspoon salt
1/3 cup plus one Tablespoon shortening
2-3 Tablespoons cold water
Filling
4 large apples
% cup sugar
1 Tablespoon cornstarch
Y, teaspoon cinnamon
Ya teaspoon nutmeg
1 Tablespoon lemon juice
Topping
1 cup oats
% cup of dried cranberries ground slightly in food
processor
Y. cup brown sugar
6 Tablespoons flour
Y, teaspoon cinnamon
1 stick butter

Make crust by cutting shortening into flour and salt until
crumbly, add water one tablespoon at a time until moist
and forms a ball (add more water if necessary). Wrap in
plastic wrap and place in refrigerator for 30 minutes.
May also use pre-made crust if desired. Peel apples
and slice thinly, add remaining ingredients and toss.

“Pumpkin Pecan Maple Die*

1 cup brown sugar,
Y. cup granulated sugar
4 large eggs
1 can (29 oz.) solid pack pumpkin or 3 cups pumpkin
puree
1 tablespoon ground cinnamon

2 teaspoon nutmeg

1 teaspoon ground ginger

Ya teaspoon ground cloves

1 can (12 oz.) evaporated milk + 1 can of water
3 8” unbaked pie crusts
% cup chopped pecans
Y. cup granulated maple sugar

In a large mixing bowl, whisk the eggs,
brown and granulated sugars until
they begin to thicken. Whisk in
pumpkin and spices. Whisk in milk
and water. Continue whisking until
mixture is smooth. Sprinkle and gently press 4 cup of
pecans into each pie shell. Ladle pie filling evenly into
each pie shell. Sprinkle +/- 3 tablespoons of granulated
maple sugar onto each pie.
Bake at 350 degrees +/- 45 minutes or until a butter
knife inserted half way to the center comes out clean.
Cool on a cookie rack before serving.

NEW FLOOD MAPS AVAILABLE

In many towns throughout New York State, flooding
is the most frequent and costly disaster. In the
Town of Rush we are fortunate that the flooding
that has occurred has had little or no impact on our
residents and their property. This no doubt is
because of minimal development in the areas that
are prone to flooding. For the past few years
several agencies at the federal, state and local
levels have been re-evaluating flood zones,
including those in the Town of Rush. This re-
evaluation has led to the development of updated
and detailed digital flood hazard maps known as
Flood Insurance Rate Maps (FIRMS). As a result,
property owners throughout the Town of Rush now
have reliable, up-to-date information about flooding
risk on a property by property basis. These flood
hazard maps are important tools in the effort to
protect lives and property in the Town of Rush. By
showing the extent to which areas of the town and
individual property’s are at risk of flooding, the flood
maps help business owners and residents make
more informed decisions regarding resident’s safety
and property protection. These maps also allow
community planners, local officials, engineers,
builders, developers and others to make
determinations about where and how new
developments and structures should be built. If your

FIRE DISTRICT: There will be a Fire District Public
Budget hearing at Fire Station #1 — 1971 Rush-
Mendon Road, on Tuesday -October 21%' at 7:00
pm. This date is set by NYS Law.

ANNUAL BUDGET: The 2009 fire district budget
was approved by the Board of Commissioners at
the September 16™ meeting. The tax rate
submitted to the town for collection will be
$1.10 per thousand. THIS IS A REDUCTION IN
YOUR TOWN FIRE DISTRICT TAX.

By NY state law our spending limit for 2009 is
$389,395. We prepared a budget $81,045
BELOW that amount. The 2009 Budget is
$308,350. This includes money into two reserve
funds, one for truck replacement and one for
building major repairs and major maintenance
($50,600). We can do this because of the
generous contributions made to the Rush FD Fund
Drive by you the residents and tax payers. The
ambulance, heavy rescue truck, 4WD Utility truck,
boat/trailer and ATV are purchased with fund drive
money. These vehicles and equipment on them are
worth over one million dollars!

Our insurance cost for apparatus, buildings and
workman’s comp for 2009 is $42,600. Our utility
bills, fuel costs, maintenance and required testing
of apparatus and equipment is $44,000. Our
mandated audits and required financial advisors
are $16,000. As you can see, these items are over
40% of our working budget when the reserve funds
are taken out.

PERSONNEL COSTS: Thanks to a 100%
volunteer response force of the Rush Fire
Department the personnel cost to protect you and
respond to your emergencies 24 hours a day, 7
days a week, remain the same — zero!

PUMPER 584: The 1967 International Ward
LaFrance mini-pumper that was at the West Rush
station was returned to NYS at Industry who owned
the truck. We have used that truck for 20 years.
The pump capacity allowed us a lower ISO rating
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which governs your home insurance rates. We now
have more than enough capacity with our own
equipment to keep the Class 4 ISO rate. The truck
has started to become a maintenance problem for
us so we decided to give it back to the state with
our thanks.

FIRE DEPARTMENT: Parade season is over. Our
2004 pumper 582 won best pumper at all but one
parade in 2008. The Utility Truck 587 won at that
one. Our color guard, explorer post and marching
unit also won many awards. The Rush FD band
also won many prizes. (click on PARADES at
RushFD.org)

MEMBERS STATUS: LYNN MACK - Past Asst.
Chief & Past Commissioner and present Fire Police
unit member has moved to Social status. Lynn
received the RFD "Distinguished Service Award" in
1987. Lynn has not only been very active in Rush,
but he has been very active in County and State
(FASNY) organizations. He was on the FASNY
EMS Committee for many years. LUTHER KEYES
(Past Captain) has moved to social status. DAVE
PALMER (Past Lt. & EMT) is on medical leave —
our prayers are with him for a speedy and complete
recovery. JON FAUGH has transferred back from
the Wilmington FD (Lake Placid) due to his
reassignment with the State Police to SP
Canandaigua. AMBULANCE: We have purchased
a new gurney for the ambulance. We bought the
“Stryker” electric brand. It has an electric system
that raises and lowers the cot. This will make it
easier for the crews and safer for the patients. We
also bought a new "Stair Chair" to get into tight
places to move a patient out and down the stairs -
again making it safer for the patient and our crews.
The cost of these items was $13,000. 2008 Fund
drive money was used for this purchase.

SPRINKLERED HOMES: Middle Road estates will
have three new homes constructed in the near
future, ALL will have residential sprinkler
systems. These systems now use less than 25
gallon of water per minute and ONLY the head over
the fire (heat) opens up. THAT IS HOW ALL
SPRINKLER SYSTEMS WORK. The attack lines
from a fire truck are approx. 250 GPM. 95% of
ALL fires in a sprinklered building are put out by
ONE head. Fire sprinklers reduce you chance of
dying in a fire by 85%. They cost between 1% and
1 %% of the total cost of a new structure. In a
$200,000 home it would be between $2,000 and
$3,000. Your carpet will cost twice that amount.
The average cost for fire damage in a properly
sprinklered home is $2,100 - with NO
SPRINKLERS it was $45,000.

BREAKING NEWS ON SPRINKLERS: At a vote
on residential sprinkler systems in Minnesota, held
9-21-08, the full assembly of the International Code
Council APPROVED acode requirement for
sprinklers in new one and two family homes. The
code proposal read as follows: Effective January 1,
2011, an approved automatic fire sprinkler system
shall be installed in new one and two family
dwellings and townhouses in accordance with
NFPA 13D. The vote was in FAVOR of automatic
fire sprinkler system installation in NEW one and
two family dwellings and townhouses. The
International Code is adopted by 46 states and the
District of Columbia (Washington, DC). This does
not mean that New York State will require them on
that date since we are a few years behind the ICC.
Within a few years it should be a mandate in New
York State.

FIRE PREVENTION: A full week schedule will be
conducted at the Leary School and other locations
during fire prevention week. We feel that these
efforts do work and help control accidental fires and
resulting injuries or death in Rush.

FASNY COMMITTEES: Four Rush members have
been selected to serve on the State Fire
organization committees. FASNY has 45,000
members in NY State. Bob Faugh is Vice-Chair of
the Haz/Mat & WMD committee, he also serves on
the Training & Education committee. Diana
Pfersick is on the EMS Committee, Al Sweet is on
the Fire Youth Committee and James Princehorn
is on the Public Relation Committee. It is very rare
that four members from one department are
appointed by the State President to these
committees. Their names are first sent in by the
County Fire organizations for consideration. There
are 1,860 FD's in NYS. FASNY has many
committees with approx. 120 firefighters from NY
State serving on these committees.

CAN YOU BE SEEN? Many of you jog and/or walk
along the road. It has come to our attention that
many of you CANNOT be seen. Some wear dark
clothing or ride some type of motorized chair/device
with NO REFLECTIVE or LIGHT COLORS ON that
could endanger your life. PLEASE wear
something reflective - Lime-Yellow with
reflective tape should work.

WINTER IS COMING: The heating season will
soon be here. If you have a wood stove, PLEASE
have your chimney cleaned. If you heat by gas or
oil, have the heating unit inspected. Over the
years, the Rush community has done a very good
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job in this area and with few exceptions, fires, death
and injury have been minimal. We would like to
see these incidents completely eliminated!
EXPLORERS: We currently have 8 members. (go

FUND DRIVE: The second request will go out in
late September or October. These reminders are
for the 500 residents who did not respond to our
May request. Over 800 of the 1,300 residents of
Rush sent in a donation or selected their United
Way donation to go to us.
