TWO NEW MEMBERS
 APPOINTED TO BOARDS
We welcome PAUL FIEN to the Board of Assessment Review.  Paul is filling a term which will expire on September 30, 2012.

We also welcome GERRIT (GARRY) KOPPERS to the Zoning Board.  Garry is also filling a term which will expire on December 31, 2014.

We expect that both will be productive members of those Boards and we are looking forward to working with Paul and Garry.

RUSH MARKET
We had expected the Rush Market would be re-opened many months ago.  The owners of the property, Naveed and Arooj Hussain, have been before the Planning Board and Zoning Board of Appeals and have received Site Plan approval.  When they re-appeared at the Zoning Board of Appeals meeting on February 10, 2011, Mr. Hussain stated that there is no change in the original application for variances, which was approved on February 11, 2010.  They are continuing negotiations in establishing bank funding to move forward with the project.  He further stated that all contractual agreements are approved.
It is understandable that townspeople expect Town Government to take whatever action is needed to provide a large convenience store to serve the town.  Although we may agree with those that view this location as an “eyesore”, we can only enforce applicable property maintenance codes, which we have done.  We continue to have frequent contact 
with the owners and offer any assistance that will help them complete this project.

ITEMS UNACCOUNTED FOR

FROM THE HISTORIAN AREA

In June of 2010, the Rush Town Board selected MARJORIE KIRCH as Town Historian.  As a result of her contact with JEANNE YAWMAN, a former Historian, she discovered there were items missing that had been donated to the History Office.  She immediately informed the Town Supervisor and Town Board members. The Town Board responded by investigating this matter and informed JEANNE YAWMAN of our findings. The Rush Town Board, at our meeting on April 27, 2011, appointed a three-person committee to audit the Town Board’s investigation on the unaccounted for items from the Historian area and make recommendations to the Town Board.  KATHRYN CAPPELLA-HANKINS agreed to Chair this committee and she selected KAREN HOPKINS and SUE MEE to assist her.  The Town Board requested a response from the committee by June 8, or soon thereafter.  We will report their recommendations in the next newsletter which will be on or about August 1, 2011.
EARTH DAY CLEAN-UP
The Town of Rush participated in an area wide ‘Spring Clean-Up’ on Saturday, April 30, 2011.  Hans Schmitthenner volunteered, once again to lead the effort to clean up the streets of our town.

"I would like to thank the residents of Rush who volunteered their time on Saturday morning, April 30th, to clean up the roads of Rush for Earth Day. ADOPTED LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTIONS—

Association of Towns

The Official Delegates to the 2011 Business Session of the Association of Towns of the State of New York have adopted resolutions on the following topics that they determined to be in need of legislative consideration.  These were sent to:  The Governor of the State of New York, the Members of the New York State Assembly and Senate, the Heads of the Several State Departments, Divisions, and Other Agencies of New York State Government and Members of the United States Congress.

The resolutions contained herein were adopted by the Delegates to the 2011 Annual Meeting of the Association of Towns of the State of New York on February 23.  As such, they were passed by a majority of the delegates present and, in respect to these issues, represent the legislative positions of the Association for 2011.

Resolution No. 1:  Preserve and Strengthen Home Rule – Resolved, that the Association of Towns calls upon the Governor and Members of the State Legislature to preserve and strengthen home rule; and BE IT FURTHER Resolved, that the Association of Towns will strongly oppose any state initiative to weaken or eliminate New York’s long-standing tradition of home rule and local government authority. 

Resolution No. 2:  Mandate Relief – Resolved, that the Association of Towns calls upon the President and Congress to enhance the Unfunded Mandates Reform Act of 1995 (UMRA; P.L. 104-4) to expand the definition of the term “unfunded Mandate” and to fully fund Federal programs administered at the state and local level; and BE IT FURTHER Resolved, that the Association of Towns calls upon the Governor and members of the state Legislature to enact comprehensive mandate relief legislation that would take into consideration the following among other relief measures; (1) inventory and full funding of existing and future mandates and (2) require all future legislation to include specific local fiscal impact notes.

Resolution No. 3:  Property Tax Cap – Resolved, that the Association of Towns, based upon Home rule principles, has traditionally opposed state mandated property tax caps; and BE IT FURTHER Resolved, that the Association of Towns calls upon the Governor and members of the state Legislature to fund and/or eliminate state mandates, reform the real property tax system and address cost drivers in the provision of local government services/operations before implementing a property tax cap; and BE IT FURTHER Resolved, that in order for a real property tax cap to lower property taxes while ensuring the delivery of essential services the program must include at a minimum:
Exemptions for structured costs such as pension contributions, debt service, contract obligations, reductions in state or federal aid and emergencies and costs associated with unfunded and underfunded mandates;

Hardship relief on a case by case basis;

Mandate relief and reform;

Increased and predictable state revenue sharing and aid formulas;

Additional locally generated revenue streams;

A defined floor of 4 percent with the possibility of an increased cap based upon a percentage of inflation; and
Local override by supermajority vote of the town board.

Resolution No.4:  Reform Real Property Tax System – Resolved, that the Association of Towns calls upon the Governor and members of the state Legislature to define and enact a uniform, well-defined approach to exemption and taxable status date legislation and provide state funding for any state-mandated or encouraged exemption programs and protect local property tax revenues.

Resolution No. 5:  Inventory of Utility Property – Resolved, that the Association of Towns requests that the Governor and the state Legislature enact legislation requiring utility companies to furnish to each assessor an inventory of non-special franchise real property within the assessor’s respective municipality and such corresponding data with respect to such properties in order to enable assessors to properly assess the utility property.

Resolution No. 6:  Publication of Legal Notices – Resolved, that the Association of Towns calls upon the Governor and members of the state Legislature to amend the General Construction Law to allow publications, distributed without charge, but with an established and large circulation, to be considered newspapers in certain instances to permit towns and other local governments to place legal notices in the local publications which may reach a larger audience and/or be less costly to the taxpayers; and BE IT FURTHER Resolved, that the Association of Towns supports legislation providing for optional alternative media (e.g. town Website) for publication of legal notices in order to improve the citizen participation and awareness of town programs and expenses.
Resolution No.7:  Sales Tax – Resolved, that, to assure a fair and balanced relationship between counties governed by a separately elected board of legislators and local governments within their boundaries, the Association of Towns calls upon the Governor and the state Legislature to amend the New York State Tax Law to require county governments governed by separately elected legislators to share sales tax revenue with towns and to negotiate sales tax allocation formulas with towns; and BE IT FURTHER Resolved, that non-negotiated changes to a county sales tax allocation formula are to be subject to a permissive referendum.
Resolution No. 8:  Highway, Bridge and Transportation Funding – Resolved, that the Association of Towns calls upon the Governor, members of the state Legislature and the Department of Transportation to maintain CHIPS (Consolidated Local Street and Highway Improvement Program) funding in the 2011-12 state budget and to provide a stable and sustainable funding stream for local infrastructure; and BE IT FURTHER Resolved, that the Association of Towns calls upon the Governor, members of the state Legislature and the Department of Transportation to continue to provide CHIPS reimbursement for maintenance procedures undertaken to extend the useful life of local transportation infrastructure; and BE IT FURTHER Resolved, that the Association of Towns calls upon the Governor, members of the state Legislature and the Department of Transportation to fully fund and preserve the Dedicated Highway and Bridge Trust Fund (DHBTF) for capital infrastructure expenditures and to phase out noncapital expenditures; and BE IT FURTHER Resolved, that the Association of Towns calls upon the New York Congressional Delegation to renew SAFETEA-LU (Safe,Accountable,Flexible, Efficient Transportation Equity Act: A Legacy for Users) and to provide an increased and dedicated funding commitment to New York State and local transportation infrastructure projects.
Resolution No. 9:  Preserve and Fully Fund the Local Government Records Management Improvement Fund – Resolved, that the Association of Towns calls upon the Governor and members of the state Legislature to support the LGRMIF (Local government Records Management Improvement Fund) by increasing available revenue through the enactment of legislation increasing fees (see A06783A/S.3640-A 2010 Legislative Session) and fully funding the LGRMIF and its programs.
Resolution No. 10: Elimination of the Requirement to Collect State Animal Population Control Surcharge – Resolved, that the Association of Towns calls upon the Governor and members of the state Legislature to amend the Agriculture and Markets Law to authorize municipalities to retain funds collected for animal population control to be used for local programs.

Resolution No. 11: Reconsideration of the Federal TMDL (Total Maximum Daily Load) Regulations for the Chesapeake Bay – Resolved, that while the Association of Towns of the State of New York fully supports responsible efforts to improve water quality in all watersheds, including the Chesapeake Bay watershed, and protect our state’s environment and natural resources, we object to the unfair and unattainable mandate the Chesapeake Bay TMDL forces upon our local governments, local communities and family farms; and BE IT FURTHER Resolved, that the Association of Towns of the State of New York urges New York State Congressional and state Legislative Leaders to work with the EPA to provide fair and equitable standards, flexible time frames and sufficient funding to facilitate compliance.
Resolution No. 12:  Preserve and Strengthen Local Government’s Role in the Siting of Energy Generation Facilities – Resolved, that the Association of Towns calls upon the Governor, members of the state Legislature and state agencies to develop new laws and regulations that will preserve local authority over the siting of WEFs (Wind Energy Facilities); and BE IT FURTHER Resolved, that legislation authorizing the renewal of the state siting procedure for power generation facilities (PSL [Public Service Law], article X) should include measures to enhance local government participation in the siting process such as, but not limited to:  ad hoc membership on the state siting board, adherence to local siting policies, required community host agreements and/or access to intervenor funds.
[image: image2.wmf]Resolution No. 13:  Preserve Town Land Use Authority in the Natural Gas Exploration and Extraction Approval Process – Resolved, that the Association of Towns calls upon the Governor, the members of the state Legislature and the Department of Environmental Conservation to amend the Environmental Conservation Law to expressly preserve local land use authority and promote police power objectives relating to the safety and welfare of its citizens, encouraging the most appropriate use of land throughout the municipality, conserving the value of property, minimizing overcrowding and traffic congestion and providing adequate open spaces.
Resolution No. 14:  Road Preservation Securities and Road Use Agreements – Resolved, that the Association of Towns calls upon the Governor and members of the state Legislature to provide express statutory authority for local governments to require the posting of road reconstruction securities to protect local highways from damage attributable to commercial vehicles and loads; and BE IT FURTHER Resolved, that the Association of Towns calls upon the Governor, the members of the state Legislature and the Department of Transportation to amend the Highway, Vehicle and Traffic Law and Town Law to expressly allow local governments the authority to require and enter into Road Use Agreements when the proposed activity will result in road usage that exceeds the normal usage and is beyond the carrying capacity of a road.

Resolution No. 15:  Support for the Adirondack Park Local Government Review Board – Resolved, that the Association of Towns of the State of New York supports the Adirondack Park Local Government Review Board and encourages it to continue to monitor and advise the Adirondack Park Agency as required by its statutory mission.

THE ADAIR REPORT
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The following is a submission by Jeff Adair, Monroe County Legislature President.
On May 9, 2011, County Executive Maggie Brooks gave her eighth State of the County Address. In it, she discussed some exciting programs and initiatives for Monroe County.  The overarching theme to her speech was about jobs and what the County can do to create and retain them as well as attract new businesses. 
County Executive Brooks announced a new program called Monroe On the Job. This is a skilled trades training initiative that will connect young talent in Monroe County to manufacturing and trades jobs. We have jobs available, but the workforce needs to be trained in these high skills. The new program will issue $4,000 to any company that makes its own financial commitment to hiring and training a new worker. This program works as a matching grant program that will extend private resources already being used to train the young workforce. One company, Parlec in the Town of Perinton has already signed up for the program.

County Executive Brooks also discussed the Monroe County Prescription Discount card. The card, which is free and open to all Monroe County residents, regardless of age, income, or existing health coverage has saved on average more than 55 percent of prescription cost or $40 per drug. Overall, 35,000 prescriptions have been filled with the Monroe County Prescription Discount card holders and has saved users over $1.5 million in the first eight months of the program. The success of this program has been the inspiration for a similar program, the Monroe County Dental Discount card. This will work similarly to the Prescription Discount card. For roughly $36 a year, cardholders will receive a list of participating dentists who have agreed to charge reduced fees for certain services. Users of the card can expect to pay almost thirty percent less for dental care through this program. 

Another valuable initiative that was announced at the State of the County is the expansion of recycling options for Monroe County residents. Beginning June 1, 2011, Monroe County residents will be able to recycle plastics numbered three through seven in addition to the plastics numbered one and two, which are already collected. Along with these extended recycling options, County Executive Brooks also announced plans for a new ECOPark which will be located on Avion Drive in the Town of Chili. The ECOPark will offer Monroe County residents a centralized place to drop off difficult to dispose of materials including, hazardous waste, pharmaceutical waste, cell phone and printer cartridges. The facility should be in use by the end of this year.

These "codes" focus on many requirements from controlling lawn grass height and weed control to junk and debris placed on the property, unlicensed vehicles and boats/trailers and other items stored on the property. We are conducting a dog enumeration. The Dog Control Officer or a dog enumerator will visit all residences in the Town to identify the number of dogs at each home. Dogs found to be unlicensed during the enumeration period shall be subject to a $5.00 enumeration fee, in addition to the regular license fees of $9.00 for an altered dog, or $18.00 for an unaltered dog.  All owners of unlicensed dogs will be given a 30 day grace period to license their dogs.  After 30 days, appearance tickets may be issued to our local court for harboring unlicensed dogs.

(1) The item would be offered back to the donor or a family member
(2) Transferred to another appropriate institution
(3) Sold by public auction
(4) Destroyed (only) if it has deteriorated beyond usefulness

By the time you begin reading this article; summer road work projects will be well underway.  The Town of Rush Highway Department contracts with Monroe County to perform road construction and general maintenance on County roads.  These work agreements bring revenue back to the Town helping to offset the Town's budget.  The County roads that we will be working on this year include:  Honeoye Falls #6 Road, culvert replacement between Five Points Road and Works Road; surface treating on Rush Henrietta Townline Road, Telephone Road, Rush West Rush Road and Middle Road; and asphalt prep work and ditching on Phelps Road.

Specific Town road work will be done with Consolidated Local Street and Highway Improvement Program (CHIPS) funding. These roads include Aprille Lane, Hanlon Drive and Pleasant Drive for repairs and upgrades. Residents on these roads will be notified in advance by mail as to when and what work upgrades will be performed.

Additional Town work to be performed will be surface treating of Honeoye Falls Five Points Road (west section), Creek Side Drive, and Mill Road. Crack sealing will be done on Jeffords Road, Harvest Lane, Botwood Lane, Farmcrest Drive and Thunder Ridge Drive.  Other Town roads will also be receiving prep work and/or spot repairs, as well as drainage, as budgeted funds allow.

A used electronics recycling event will be held on July 9th from 9am. - 1pm. at the Highway Garage located at 804 Rush West Rush Road. Software Upgrade: As of the writing of this newsletter (mid-May), we are anticipating and training for an upgrade to our online catalogue and to our circulation software. This will take place May 27th-30th. All Monroe County libraries will be closed for those four days, and the online catalogue will be unavailable from home as well. Items placed in our book drop over that long weekend will be checked in on Tuesday, May 31st but “backdated” to the date of May 26th. The good news is that many online Carl catalogue features have been enhanced for those of you who search for materials, place holds, or check your library accounts from home, including a new method for paying overdue fines or lost book fees online with a credit card. Please bear with us as we learn to navigate the new system! 


Summer Reading: We have also been busy preparing for our annual N.Y.S. Summer Reading Program. This year’s theme is “One World, Many Stories!” Participation in our program helps students to maintain their grade-level reading performance, thereby avoiding a summer slump. We challenge children to read 20 books (of varying genres) in one month... a great accomplishment, with prizes along the way to keep them motivated. This year we plan on implementing online registration and online reading logs, something that our young “digital natives” (those who have always grown up with computers) will enjoy. FIRE DISTRICT:

YOUR TAX RATE: It is time for us to start to prepare a 2012 budget. It is our goal to LOWER the rate you pay. At this time it is $1.10 per thousand. Our costs continue to go up and we try to save money any place that we can.  We signed a contract with Time-Warner for our phone system that will save us $3,600 over the next three years. We have two major reserve funds, one for building and grounds and the other for apparatus replacement. A new pumper/tanker costs over $400,000. This year we plan on replacing our overhead doors at Station One with energy efficient doors using money in our 2011 budget.
FIRE DEPARTMENT & AMBULANCE:

We welcome a new member, Roy Czernikowski of Wardell Road, voted in last month.

We responded to a serious crash on East River Road last month where one young man from Avon was killed and four others were injured. The car flipped and hit a tree which caused it to burst into flames. Rush resident, David Simpson, rushed to the crash from his home near the scene and cut the seat belt off the one person still in the car, then dragged her to safety which saved her life. Thank you, David, for getting involved and taking the proper action when needed.  

ANNUAL FUND DRIVE: All residents should have received a fund drive request for Ambulance and Fire Department operations. A special “thank you” to all of the residents that have contributed to our annual fund drive. We realize that the economy is having an adverse effect on many. Your firefighters appreciate the Rush community financial support that is unmatched per mailing anywhere in western New York! No fund drive money is used for any social events. It goes into accounts for new equipment and vehicles such as a new ambulance. A new ambulance costs approximately $150,000.

Starting last month, Henrietta started a full Advanced Life Support/Basic Life Support Ambulance to any ALS EMS call that Rush is dispatched to during the hours of 6 am to 6 pm, Monday thru Friday. We have been using this procedure for the Rush Medical facility starting in 2010. In the past, they sent a fly car with a paramedic to this type of call. The 9-1-1 center decides what level of care is dispatched by the information they receive when you call for an ambulance. If Rush has a crew and can take the call with the paramedic, he or she will get on our ambulance and we will transport the patient and the Henrietta ambulance will go back to their station.  If we are short on daytime staffing, they will transport the patient in their ALS/BLS ambulance. The cost is the same for the patient whether Henrietta or Honeoye Falls is involved. Rush will still take our non-ALS (Basic Life Support) calls if a crew can be secured without any response from Henrietta. There is no charge for a Rush ambulance BLS transport.

Our man power is very limited during the day on weekdays and we are one of very few who still staff their ambulance with volunteers which are in short supply most days. We did 252 ambulance calls last year. All but 25 (10%) of our residents were transported in the Rush FD ambulance. 
CARNIVAL 2011: Save these dates – July 7, 8 and 9.  Thursday night reduced prices on clams and beer. Legal gambling every night.  The Parade will be Friday night at 7 pm sharp! Back by popular demand the band  "Small Towns " (population 4) will be rocking in the beer tent from 7:30 to 11:30 and then on Saturday night July 9th the legendary Band "Reporter" will be playing in the beer tent, "FREE ADMISSION - NO COVER".   One price ride specials, Thursday night 6 to 10 pm & Saturday 1 to 5 pm, Ladies Auxiliary Kiddie Parade on Saturday at noon. The Chicken Bar-be-que is on Saturday. Fireworks 10 pm Saturday night. 50/50 Raffle drawing 11 pm Saturday night. Check the website under Carnival for more information on the parade line-up a week before the carnival.
