I.    OPEN FORUM – Mr. Udicious offered the audience to a copy of the procedures of conducting a town board meeting found on the sign-in table and then opened the floor to those present to address the board. 
Jim Dierks, Secretary of the Board of Trustees, NYS Transportation Museum, stated that he is aware of the town possibly taking ownership of the 216 acres of BOCES property and that the museum has leased a portion of the property until May 31, 2014.  Mr. Dierks offered some history of the museum's start after the Pennsylvania Hurricane of 1972 which provided opportunities that opened the museum's doors and the state-of-art substation and operations of the museum today.  He also invited all to visit the museum.  

David Sluberski, resident, asked if the city school district inquired about the 100 acres of BOCES property recently owned by the town.  Mr. Udicious answered that he was unaware of any inquiry.     

Mr. Sluberski also asked why a public hearing on the Sign Ordinance and Planned Unit Development (PUD) was not on the agenda of this meeting when it was posted as such in the Henrietta Post.  Mr. Udicious stated that scheduling a date for public hearing on the Sign Ordinance and PUD is on the agenda.  The Henrietta Post receives all agenda of the town board meeting and must have printed it incorrectly.   Agendas are also published on the town website.

V.   CORRESPONDENCE  - None to report.
VI. REPORTS OF OFFICERS AND COMMITTEES 
Councilman Knab is reviewing the town roof de-icing plan with the architect.  The lighting fixtures are on back-order.  

Councilman Anderson received information from Chris Eastman, Department of State, which confirms approval and payment for the Quality Communities Grant for Greenway Project is forthcoming.     

As of July 31, 2009, a second co-application with Monroe County for FEMA funding of the dam project has been submitted. 

Councilwoman Sluberski met with the Recreation Department regarding instructor expectations.

Clerk Bucci addressed the Town's credit card issues and the necessity to change providers.  A memo was presented to all board members including department spending limits.  Finance Director Don Reynolds has been consulted regarding the issuance and limits of the credit cards.

Supervisor Udicious reported that the air conditioning condensing unit powering the Town Clerk area of the town hall failed and needed replacement.  McQuay Air Conditioning Factory Service, whom the town contracts with, replaced the unit.  

Councilwoman Sluberski inquired about bids on the air unit.  Supervisor Udicious explained that at the organizational meeting of the town board, the board acknowledges the necessity for annual maintenance and upkeep of the buildings and equipment for the health and safety of employees and the public, and authorized the supervisor to contract with vendors for annual maintenance and  repairs and to make replacements/repairs on emergency basis without board approval or bidding.  The town contracts with McQuay to do the HVAC maintenance and time was a factor in getting the cooling system functional. 

In regard to the sale of Rush Market & Deli property at 5946 East Henrietta Road, Supervisor Udicious hesitated in stating that he'd been informed by Canandaigua National Bank that the closing is scheduled to take place before Saturday, August 15, 2009.    

The potential purchaser of Hart's Field has retracted his interest due to funding, however, another buyer is reviewing the property.  

As a result of the townwide assessment and the recent assessment review board sessions, three residents, Alan and Mary Ellen Burris, Patricia Weaver and Wilson Farms (SugarCreek) have chosen to take the Town to Supreme Court.       

VII.  OLD  BUSINESS 
A.  Outdoor Storage of Recreational Vehicles – The Zoning Board of Appeals unanimously recommended no change to the Rush Town Code, §57 G.  The Planning Board collected comparisons from other towns and have forwarded that information as well as supplied their recommendation of change to the board.  The board will make an assessment, and decide whether or not to hold a public hearing.     

B.  Town Hall Project Status – Code Enforcement Officer Kusse inspected the pavilion/restroom footers.  The restroom portion of the pavilion will now be constructed.  The Town Board, at a special meeting, approved a portion of Phase II of the construction including all footers and pouring the concrete slab.   Chain-link fence has been installed on both sides of the property and the baseball diamond.  The walking trail is available and measures about ¼ mile.  

C.  Sign/Ordinance and Planned Unit Development – All boards met jointly on the subjects and are ready to bring them to a public hearing.

Councilman Anderson added that at the PUD Public Hearing, if accepted, a zoning change of the Rush Town Code would be required.  
Councilwoman Sluberski requested that the public hearing documents be placed on the website.  Clerk Bucci will do so.    

VIII.  NEW BUSINESS
A.  2010 Budget – Scheduled Town Board workshops have been set for August 19th and 26th, 7 PM.  All budget information will be furnished to the board beforehand.  

Supervisor Udicious stated that the Board tends to budget conservatively on revenues and over estimates on expenses. This year, sales tax revenues year fell below projections. Rush is currently $20,000 unfavorable at last quarter and is unaware of what the economy will present through the end of the year.  State retirement system charges and insurance rates have not been announced.   Additional detail on costs such as National Grid will be reviewed.              
B.  Computer Replacement – The Town's computer maintenance schedule calls for the replacement of 3 of the oldest PCs, Finance Director, Town Clerk, Supervisor's Secretary and an upgrade of anti-virus projection.  Clerk Bucci also requested a color printer replacement for Deputy Town Clerk Palmer.  All but the anti-virus protection, which can be handled through the information technology budget,  have been budgeted for replacement in 2009.

IX.   OPEN FORUM 

Dave Sluberski inquired about the procedure in changing the code regarding outdoor storage of recreational vehicles.  Councilman Anderson answered that the Planning Board recommended a time allowance and the Zoning Board of Appeals recommended no change in the Town Code.  Both Councilman Anderson and Supervisor Udicious offered possible scenarios and stated Code Enforcement Procedures currently followed.       

There being no further business, a motion was made by Councilman Knab and the meeting was adjourned at 7:45 PM by common consent of all councilpersons present.
