V.   CORRESPONDENCE  

Supervisor Udicious noted that the Board received a letter from Historian Margie Kirch regarding policy accession and de-accession of documents and artifacts to the Town of Rush.  If the Board wishes to make suggestions or revisions, input is requested by August 31, 2010.

VI.   REPORTS OF OFFICERS AND COMMITTEES

Councilman Anderson provided no report.  

Councilman Riepe provided no report.
Councilman Doupe requested that the Supervisor’s secretary schedule meetings with staff regarding security issues.   He will supply available dates.  
Councilman Doupe announced that Jeff Adair, President of the Monroe County Legislature held office hours at the Town Hall on Monday, August 2 from 6 PM – 8 PM.  Town Clerk Bucci added that Mr. Adair’s office provided the advertising.  Mr. Adair requested Town newsletter dates in order to submit topics of discussion and his town meeting hours.  Town Clerk Bucci will supply those dates.    

Councilwoman Sluberski provided no report.
Town Clerk Bucci submitted an informational report to the Town Board updating them on freedom of information requests, records management, computer IT update, etc.  A report of revenues has been submitted to the Supervisor indicating $6,591.75 collected for the month of July.  The majority of funds were collected for recreation programs and dog licensing.  
Supervisor Udicious stated that the Pavilion has been successfully rented and many requests have been received.  Any suggestions to the pavilion policy are welcome.  Operational costs are being tracked.  The contractor will be supplying a master key for all areas.  Once that key is available, the restrooms will be open on a daily basis and locked at dusk.        
VII. OLD BUSINESS:

A. BOCES Property on East River Road – Supervisor Udicious stated that closing will occur shortly.  All board members are encouraged to inspect the property including the structures.  The supervisor requested board suggestions on the property’s future use.  A contact name and number will be supplied to each board member.  Councilman Anderson requested a utility map be provided to the town.  
Supervisor Udicious stated that the Town was supplied copy of a Notice of Disconnect to the Weaver properties.  Councilman Anderson added that he was advised that over a year ago, wells were dug and septic systems installed on the properties.  

At the time of BOCES severance from the Monroe County water system, NYS Industry School abandoned the water pipes.  Patricia Weaver, owner of properties connected at Roswall Lane/Five Nations Road, requested title to the water system, however, the underground condition of the system could not be warranted and title was not granted.                 
B.         Update on Sale of Property (Hart’s Field – 0 Rush Scottsville Road) – John Mancuso, Attorney for the Town, has delivered title documents to the buyers and is awaiting the their site plan approval from the town which is required as part of the contract for closing.  A surveyor will be supplying a site plan to the town and a satisfactory perk test was obtained.  According to the clerk’s office, a site plan application for a single-family dwelling has not yet been submitted.  The site plan application must be submitted by the 15th of the month in order for a public hearing to be scheduled the following month.           

VII. NEW BUSINESS: 
A.   Proposed Legal Service Change – Charles Steinman, Esq., of Kammholz Messina, LLP law firm, has submitted a proposal at a rate of $180.00 per hour for court appearances on behalf of the town.  Mr. Steinman was a previous employee of Harris Beach law firm, our current attorneys for the town.  Frank Pavia, Esq., of Harris Beach, LLP, will be contacted to formally submit their approval of Mr. Steinman’s representing the town on court appearances for ongoing matters.   Attorney Mancuso will make the request.

  B.    Town Code update by General Code – Town Clerk Bucci obtained a quote estimate in updating the Town Code books to include recent adoption of local laws.  Budgeted money falls short of the estimated quote.  Attorney Mancuso stated that since the local law changes have been filed with the State, they are effective whether or not they are formatted into the actual code book.  General Code’s updating estimate will be included in the proposed 2011 town clerk budget.

Resident Dave Sluberski commented on the proposed legal service change and additionally was in favor of Charles Steinman, Esq., representing the town on court matters.
