V.  CORRESPONDENCE  

Supervisor Udicious received a letter dated October 6, 2010, from Jim Dierks, Secretary of Board of Trustees of the New York Museum of Transportation, requesting a permanent right to a portion of the BOCES property via permanent easement or at minimum a term lease.    

Supervisor Udicious stated that a lease of the BOCES property was renewed by the NY Museum of Transportation in May of this year and will expire in 2015.  Concerned parties wishing to occupy a portion of the property should present their requests in writing to the Town Board.  Supervisor Udicious will be in a position to address Mr. Dierks request once the Town owns of BOCES property.

VI.  REPORTS OF OFFICERS AND COMMITTEES:

Councilman Riepe continued his discussion of signs to be placed on the cemeteries in Rush.  Mr. Riepe has since discovered that ancestors of Selden Chase buried in one cemetery have been relocated to the Pine Hill Cemetery.  There are now 6 cemeteries that require signs.   Councilman Riepe met with Town Historian Margie Kirch.  Cemeteries in Rush include: Davis, East Rush, Thomas, Number 6 Cemetery, Pioneer Hill and West Rush.    
Attorney Frank Pavia arrived at 7:06 PM.  
Councilwoman Sluberski stated that the Conservation Board meeting was cancelled.  She participated in the Rush-Henrietta Homecoming Parade. 

Code Enforcement Officer Kusse reported that he would be attending a mandated New York State training and exam certification for Code Enforcement.
Code Enforcement Officer Kusse investigated the lack of heat in the Pavilion over the weekend and found that a bird had entered the furnace area and caused the unit to malfunction.  It is now fixed.  The purchase of an alarm mechanism for indicating lack of heat and plastic covers for the thermostats would be researched.   

Supervisor Udicious ordered the public hearing open at 7:15 PM.  

7:15 PM - PUBLIC HEARING – Preliminary Budget 2011
Town Clerk Bucci stated that the Notice of Public Hearing was duly publicized in the Henrietta Post on October 7 and in the Sentinel on September 30 with the same being posted on the town clerk’s bulletin board and the town website.  For the record, Town Clerk Bucci read the Legal Notice in its entirety.  

Supervisor Udicious briefly explained that the budget has moved from a tentative to a preliminary stage.  Between now and November 20, the Board may make adjustments before making a final adoption.  He then opened the floor and welcomed all present to address the Board.

VII. OPEN FORUM
Mrs. Kathryn Capella-Hankins, resident for over 20 years, read aloud a prepared script of her recommendations of the 2011 preliminary budget as well as providing a list of questions.  Mrs. Capella-Hankins also provided reasons for her disapproval of the budget presented.  Mrs. Capella-Hankins further stated the posting of the public hearing was not well publicized and misleading because of erroneous elected official salaries.     

Resident Dave Sluberski was in agreement with Mrs. Capella-Hankins and stated that public officials should not be granted increases and that the Supervisor’s salary should be reduced by 5%.
With no further comment, Supervisor Udicious closed the public hearing at 7:25 PM.

REPORT OF OFFICERS AND COMMITTEES Continued:
Town Clerk Bucci provided a monthly report to the Supervisor indicating revenues for the month of September in the amount of $18,189.10.  Business Automation Services, Inc. completed their training with the Buildings Department and Town Clerk’s Office on the improved Integrated Property Systems and Clerk Licensing.       
Flag Pole - Supervisor Udicious stated that the town flag pole requires refurbishing or replacement.  In obtain the cost estimates, the flag pole will be replaced with an aluminum one for an amount not to exceed $1,400.00.  The Highway Department will be performing the installation.  

Library Air Unit Fencing - Supervisor Udicious announced that a vinyl fence enclosure will be installed around the library air conditioning unit for an amount not to exceed $2,000.00.  This project will also be completed by the Highway crew.    

Dog Control Officer position Opening -- Supervisor Udicious noted that 2 applications have been received.  

Planning Board Application Fees - Supervisor Udicious discussed the possibility of establishing a set fee for applicants that would be deposited into an interest-bearing escrow account which could be withdrawn from as they were billed.  Our current policy allows for payment of engineering fees only after the actual applicant has satisfied the invoice.   The town collects a 10% administration fee.   An additional feature of a possible policy is to establish a mechanism for non-paying applicants.  At this time, those applicants with outstanding bills may have their outstanding engineering bills added to their town tax bills.  This is a common practice in other towns throughout Monroe County.  An additional investigation of these options will be made.    
VIII.  OLD BUSINESS

A.   Monroe County Contract – Inter Municipal Agreement for Fleet Services, Machinery, Tools, Equipment and Services Sharing Access and Sale of Alternative Fuel - Attorney Frank Pavia has reviewed the Agreement, changes have been made, and the Agreement is acceptable.

IX.  NEW BUSINESS
 A.     Energy Audit of Rental Property – Supervisor Udicious further discussed an energy audit to be performed on 1911 Rush Scottsville Road, the town’s rental property.  After research for a free audit to be performed, a qualified town resident, C&B Energy Consultants, has offered to perform an energy star checklist audit at no charge.  In researching the availability in obtaining a free energy audit, Supervisor Udicious found that both NYSERDA and National Grid’s criteria for performing a free estimate was for buildings with 5 units or more.  All members of the Board agreed to have the audit performed free of charge.  

B.  Town Code Revision Proposal - Zoning Board Chair Van Lare has requested a change in the zoning Code relating to building height restrictions.  The intent is to define a structure to include those structures including those that do not have a roof and do not intend to become a shelter.  Attorney Frank Pavia will forward language to be included in the legal notice for the proposed revision to the Rush Town Code to Town Clerk Bucci.    

RESOLUTION #148-2010
Supervisor Udicious moved to schedule a public hearing date of November 10, 2010, at 7:15 PM, at the Rush Town Hall, has been set to hear possible changes to the Rush Town Code Section 120-18.  Councilman Anderson seconded the motion.

C.  Resignation of Officers -  Supervisor Udicious stated that the Town Clerk has received resignations from Highway Superintendent Steven King who submitted a Letter of Resignation to Town Clerk Bucci effective October 29, 2010.  As an elected official, his current term does not expire until December 31, 2011.  

Supervisor Udicious also reported that Justice Court Judge Paula Anderson has submitted a Letter of Resignation to Town Clerk Bucci effective December 31, 2010.  Judge Anderson’s term expires December 31, 2011.  
According to Town Law, elected officials announcing their resignations after September 20th are subject to appointment by the Town Board.  Although a decision has not been made, both the Highway Superintendent and Town Justice positions will be appointed by the Town Board.    
D.   Contract from Monroe County regarding 2010 Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) American Disability Act (ADA) Storage and Sound Improvement Project – A grant in the amount of $18,000.00 has been received by Monroe County Planning and Development to build a shed to store outside equipment, including a sidewalk plow, recreation equipment and a loan cupboard of medical equipment that will be administered by the Lions Club.   
Councilwoman Sluberski asked about the sound portion of the grant request.  Supervisor Udicious stated that an additional grant request will be sought in 2011 for the sound improvements and any other ADA compliant project that may be needed.

Councilman Doupe made a motion to authorize the Supervisor to enter into a contract with Monroe County for the 2010 Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) American Disability Act (ADA) Storage and Sound Improvement Project in the amount of $18,000.00.  Councilman Anderson seconded the motion.

Supervisor Udicious further stated that requests for quotes will be supplied to a number of contractors who will be bidding on the building project.  

X.  OPEN FORUM

Resident Joan Starkweather requested information regarding the abandoned and private cemeteries previously discussed.      

Resident David Sluberski provided excerpts of his previous own experience appearing before the Planning Board meetings and hoped that if additional fees were incurred, members of those boards be present so that applicants can be heard.  

Councilman Anderson stated that although it may have occurred in the past, board meetings are attended with the appropriate quorum for voting purposes.    
Mrs. Hankins offered her knowledge about working with American with Disabilities Act.  She noted that there are other areas for improvement of ADA compliancy in the town hall and suggested inviting individuals with those disabilities to suggest areas of improvement.    

Councilman Riepe asked Mrs., Hankins if she would be addressing the Rush-Henrietta School Board regarding their budget.  
Town Clerk Bucci requested a copy of Mrs. Hankins open forum script.  

XI.  EXECUTIVE SESSION

Supervisor Udicious motioned to adjourn to Executive Session to discuss the possible acquisition of the BOCES property.
There being no further business, a motion was made by Councilman Anderson 

and the meeting was adjourned at 8:12 PM by common consent of all councilpersons present.
