VI.  REPORTS OF OFFICERS AND COMMITTEES 

Councilman Anderson attended the application meeting of the Genesee Finger Lake Planning Council on Genesee Valley Historical Waterfront Planning Project.    
Councilman Riepe stated that the cemetery signage construction is complete and the signs will be storage until they can be erected.  
Councilman Doupe had no report.  

Councilwoman Sluberski reported that the Library Board has voted on officers for 2011 as follows:  Julia Lederman, President; Letty Laskowski, Vice President; Jack Mould, Secretary; Chris Giordano, Treasurer.  

Councilwoman Sluberski requested clarification on the library roof repair.  Supervisor Udicious reported that the heating system installation controls are faulty.  A replacement part has been ordered and should installed by week end.            

Highway Superintendent David had no report.

Town Clerk Bucci had no report.  

Supervisor Udicious reported that the NYS Railroad Museum again requested a response on leasing space to the west of the railroad tracks.  Coordinating an amicable time for all town and museum parties to meet has been unsuccessful.  Supervisor Udicious requested that Board members inspect the area and be ready to discuss leasing of the space no later than January 2011.  

VII.   OLD BUSINESS
A. Energy Audit Recommendation - An energy audit result package of 1911 

Rush Scottsville Road has been distributed to the Board.  All questions or concerns are to be sent to Supervisor Udicious.  Once comments are received, Supervisor Udicious will arrange a meeting with the Energy Audit Consultant and the Town Board.  

B.  Internet Connection - In summary, changing the owner of the Time Warner business class internet connection router from the county to the town will be discussed at the next meeting.   

C.   Local Law #5 of 2010 – Dogs  - Supervisor Udicious stated that New York State will be transferring the administration of the state dog licensing program to local municipalities, specifically to the town clerks responsibilities as of January 1, 2011. 
Supervisor Udicious read the following resolution, in its entirety, to the audience.

RESOLUTION #178-2010

BE IT ENACTED BY THE TOWN BOARD OF THE TOWN OF RUSH AS FOLLOWS:
WHEREAS, on June 22, 2010, the Governor of the State of New York signed a measure into law as part of the 2010-2011 New York State Budget that removes the remainder of the dog licensing functions set forth in Article 7 of the NY Agriculture and Markets Law to the level of local government; and

WHEREAS, Part T of Chapter 59 of the Agriculture and Markets Law eliminates the current revenue-sharing structure and directs that all of the revenue associated with dog licensing be retained by the local municipality where such dogs are licensed; and

WHEREAS, the procurement of new municipal dog tags and the handling and issuance of license renewals shall be the responsibility of each local government currently authorized to issue licenses, effective January 1, 2011; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board held a public hearing on November 23, 2010 regarding the Town’s proposed Local Law #5 of 2010.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of Rush does hereby adopt Local Law #5 of 2010, as attached hereto, and entered into the minutes of the meeting of the Town Board of the Town of Rush held on the 8th day of December, 2010; and it is further
RESOLVED, that Local Law #5 of 2010 shall amend and replace in its entirety Chapter 28 of the Code of the Town of Rush; and it is further

RESOLVED, that the adoption of Local Law #5 of 2010 is exempt from review under the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act pursuant to 6 N.Y.C.R.R. § 617.5(c)(20); and it is further

RESOLVED, that said local law shall take effect immediately upon its filing in the office of the Secretary of State in accordance with Section 27 of the New York Municipal Home Rule Law; and it is further

RESOLVED, that in addition to the passage of Local Law #5 of 2010, the Town Board hereby adopts the dog licensing, impound and seizure fees as follows:  Dog licensing -$9.00 per spayed/neutered dog; $18.00 per unsprayed/unneutered dog.  Impoundment - $10.00 per day.  Town Seizure - $10.00; and it is further

RESOLVED, that said dog licensing, impound and seizure fees may be subject to further revision by resolution of the Town Board; and it is further

RESOLVED, that notice of this Resolution shall be filed and circulated to the extent required by any applicable provision of the Code of the Town of Rush and/or any relevant statute or regulation.
The adoption of the foregoing Resolution was moved by Supervisor William Udicious, seconded by Councilman Thomas Doupe, and duly put to vote, which resulted as follows:

The agreement quotes a rate to be paid to the town per mile for snow and ice removal covering 35.60 lane miles of State Routes 251, 15 and 15A.  The Highway Superintendent approves of the agreement.

D. Genesee-Finger Lakes Regional Historic Waterfront Planning Project –Councilman Anderson attending a meeting regarding funds received under Title 11 of the Environmental Protection Fund.  The Town of Williamson has entered into a project agreement valued at approximately $60,000.  Both the Village of Pultneyville and Harbor are included in the agreement.  They have invited other communities to share in the funds, specifically those on the Genesee River, having frontage on the NYS canal system and Finger Lakes.  They are expecting a planning document.  The Town would benefit by getting best management practices that would lead to a local law.  Genesee Finger Lakes would like to focus on using the waterfront for recreational purposes in connection with the recently acquired 100 acres of Rush land and the to be acquired 200 acres.  There is a match system which required 225 hours of administrative time.   A letter of intent and application must be provided.  At this time, Councilman Anderson requested approval to write a letter of intent to include the Town of Rush in the planning project.
