PUBLIC HEARING: 
Application 2011-08P by Casey and Martha Beebe requesting approval to subdivide 1.53 acres from an existing 10.59 acre lot to be combined with an existing parcel located at 565 Five Points Road. Property is located in an R-30 zoning district.

Dennis Willey acting as agent on behalf of the Beebe’s explained the subdivision is a 1.538 acre parcel to be transferred and combined to an existing parcel owned by Mr. Morelli. The land is currently an old fenced in horse paddock that has no development on it. The proposed subdivision complies with all Town of Rush zoning requirements.   
Chairman Felsen read all comments from Town Engineer Todd Ewell, Conservation Board, Monroe County Department of Planning and Development and the Rush Board of Fire Commissioners. 
The Rush Conservation Board asked if the land was going to be used for driveway access or for something else. Mr. Morelli stated that the final plan has not been completed. The additional land will help facilitate access to utilities for a future single family home. To date water access is pending Monroe County Water Authority (MCWA) approval. Approval from MCWA will determine if Mr. Morelli will apply for a re-subdivision of 1 or 2 lots in the future. Future proposed driveway access will be located on Honeoye Falls Five Points Road. 
Chairman Felsen requested that “not approved for building” be added to proposed Lot 1 on the plan.
Chairman Felsen declared the Public Hearing closed.

Tabled Application 2011-07P by Thomas Haefner acting as agent for Earle Terwilliger requesting re-subdivision to convey .36 acres to be combined with Lot A of the Rush Hills re-subdivision located at 285 Jeffords Road. Property is located in an R-30 zoning district.

Land Surveyor Jim Glogowski appeared before the Board acting on behalf of Thomas Haefner. The original subdivision application revealed a reconfiguration of the existing driveway that caused several concerns. Mr. Glogowski submitted a site plan revision requested by the Planning Board at the September meeting. The revised site plan addresses the concerns regarding emergency vehicle access. Following a test run by the Rush Fire Department it was determined that emergency vehicles can not navigate the sharp right hand turn coming from west on Jeffords Road. The emergency vehicle also experienced settling and the rear bumper made contact with the ground. The revised site plan reflects an enlarged driveway radius and a revised elevation grade of 4.5. Driveway reconstruction and compaction requirements were also discussed and will be added to the plan. In addition, Code Enforcement Officer Gerry Kusse requested that the cross section view/box out also be added to the plan. After Town Engineer Todd Ewell’s final review and signature of the site plan revision, Chairman Felsen will sign both subdivision and revised site plan mylars. Code Enforcement Officer/Building Inspector Gerry Kusse will inspect the reconstruction of the driveway.

The Board discussed the possibilities of adding the application as a writable PDF to the town web site. The updated application will be added to the web site after Town Attorney approval. 

Mr. Morelli stated that many of the application questions do not apply to   subdivisions. The Board discussed the two types of applications. Mr. Morelli stated that the two types of questions are confusing. It was noted that most people do not fill this application out by themselves. Contracted engineers or land surveyors prepare the application as part of their services and mark any questions that do not apply as n/a. Mr. Ewell was asked if other towns have separate applications. Most do not, however, towns that have a lot of development have a separate application for commercial plans. A lot line adjustment is allowable if the land is not a filed subdivision with Monroe County. Lot line adjustments still require an application and a public hearing. 
Town Engineer Todd Ewell reported that he has been asked to update the language of development regulations section of the town code. The Town Board and Town Attorney have reviewed the updates. Any language changes to the code require adoption as a Local Law by the Town Board. 
The Board briefly discussed the topic of Hydrofracking. 
Deputy Town Clerk Palmer reported that to date one Farmland Plan review response has been received. More are expected after the holidays.
Deputy Town Clerk Palmer reminded Board members to submit any applicable documentation for the yearly 4 hour accredited training requirement for Board members. 
With no further business, a motion was made by Don Sweet and agreed by common consent that the meeting be adjourned at 8:58 PM.
