APPROVAL OF MINUTES: March 20, 2007

The Minutes of March 20, 2007 were reviewed. Mr. Morelli made a motion to approve the Minutes of March 20, 2007 as amended. Mr. Sweet seconded the Motion and the Board Members were all in agreement.

PUBLIC HEARING:

Application 2007-02 P by Cricket Communications for Site Plan approval to add 6 antennas at 120’ on an existing 150’ communications tower. Location is at 797 Rush Scottsville Road. Property is located in an R-30 Zoning District.

Application 2007-03 P by Cricket Communications for Special Permit to add 6 antennas at 120’ on an existing 150’ communications tower. Location is at 797 Rush Scottsville Road. Property is located in an R-30 Zoning District.

Mr. Zelina stated that Cricket Communications was planning on adding 6 cellular antennas to an existing monopole tower on Mr. Moore’s property. The Applicant leases a 10’x 15’ area which contains a metal grid platform that the equipment sits on. Cricket Communications is planning on installing 124 rings (cells) where they need to put their antenna’s in throughout the Rochester area. The launch for the Cricket Communications product will be on June 5, 2007. 

Mr. Felsen read comments from:

1. Monroe County Department of Planning & Development, Monroe County Development Review. This Application was referred as a Local Matter.

2. Mr. Todd Ewell, Engineer for the Town of Rush, Clough Harbour & Associates.

The Board Members and the Applicant discussed the Application and the above comments.

There were no further comments and Mr. Felsen declared the Public Hearing closed.  

INFORMAL DISCUSSION:

Mr. Robert Pearce, 6009 East Henrietta Road, would like to convert the existing barn into a single family dwelling. 

Mr. Pearce stated that he wished to convert the barn to a residence where he and his wife would live. He would like to build a workshop and a garage behind the existing structure. Mr. Pearce will have to install a new leach field which will be on the edge of the 100 year flood plain he has consulted the Town of Rush Supervisor in regards to purchasing a small parcel of land from the Town so that he would have more space to place the leach field and driveway. If he were able to purchase this land he would have enough room for the current property set back requirements. 

The Board Members referred to the Zoning Code and felt that this request would not be a permitted use to convert a structure in a Commercially Zoned area into a residential structure.    
DECISION:
Mr. Felsen made a Motion WHEREAS; this Board has examined Application 2007-02 P and Application 2007-03 P by Cricket Communications for Site Plan approval to add 6 antennas at 120’ height on an existing 150’ communications tower. Location is at 797 Rush Scottsville Road. Property is located in an R-30 Zoning District, and WHEREAS, the proposed action is an unlisted action under the State of New York SEQR laws, BE IT RESOLVED, that upon its examination and study of the Environmental Assessment Form and the maps and plans submitted with the Application, this Board determines that the proposed action will not have a significant effect on the environment.  The reasons for this determination are that the proposed action cannot reasonably be expected to lead to any of the following consequences:

A. a substantial adverse change to ambient air or water quality or noise levels or in solid waste production, drainage, erosion or flooding.

B. The removal or destruction of large quantities of vegetation or fauna, the substantial interference with the movement of any resident or migratory fish or wildlife species, impacts on critical habitat areas, or the substantial affecting of a rare or endangered species of animal or plant or the habitat of such a species.

C. the encouraging or attracting of a large number of people to a place for more than a few days, relative to the number of people who would come to such place absent the action.

D. the creation of a material conflict with the Town’s existing plans or goals as officially approved or adopted.

E. the impairment of the character or quality of important historical, archaeological, architectural or aesthetic resources or of existing community or neighborhood character.

F. a major change in the use of either the quantity or type of energy.

G. the creation of hazard to human health or safety.

H. a substantial change in the use, or the intensity of use of land or other natural resources or in their capacity to support existing uses where such a change has been included, referred to, or implicit in an official comprehensive plan.

I. the creation of material demand for other actions which would result in one of the above consequences.

J. changes in two or more elements of the environment, no one of which is substantial, but when taken together result in a material change in the environment.

INORMAL DISCUSSION:

Application 2005-21 P - Duane & Debbie Stevens Site Plan

Mr. Felsen informed the Board Members that the Site Plan map for Duane & Debbie Stevens (property location, 7272 West Henrietta Road) could not be signed due to the fact that the conditions were not completed as required by Planning Board approval letter dated October 6, 2006. The map will once again be sent back to the Carmichael Agency for completion. 

Mr. Morelli informed the Board Members that he had attended classes on Land Use Law. The class contained information regarding ordinances and laws that other towns have been implementing concerning “big box” stores, purchase / transfer of development rights and cluster development. 

The Board Members asked the Town Board Members present at the meeting for feedback from the Town Board regarding the Dorschel rezoning proposal and the Planning Board’s proposal for recommendations for actions to preserve agricultural land. The Town Board Members stated that they would act on this matter.   
Mr. Felsen stated that he had been contacted by Mr. Mike Perry requesting a joint meeting with the Planning Board, Town Board and Zoning Board of Appeals to discuss his proposal for the neighborhood development on Rush West Rush Road. Mr. Perry would like this meeting to take place in late May or in the beginning of June.
There were no further comments and the meeting was adjourned at 8:50 P.M.
