Tabled Application 2011-01P by James Missell acting as agent for Storage Mall Rush LLC., requesting subdivision approval to subdivide a 9.95 acre parcel into 2 lots. Property is located at 7466 West Henrietta Road and is zoned commercial.

James Missell appeared acting as agent for Storage Mall Rush LLC. Mr. Missell addressed all comments and requirements set forth by Town Engineer Todd Ewell. Mr. Missell clarified the required easement area. The Planning Board requested that the easement area be included on the map as an enlarged detail insert. The electrical utilities coming in will be split with an addition of a second box to accommodate the storage units. The easement has been expanded to encompass the new electrical meter, service and line. The original description submitted remains the same. There was lengthily discussion regarding the proposed location of the pond. The Planning Board reviewed all past files, letters and approvals. It was determined that the installation of the retention pond as described in the site plan for phase 2 was a requirement of the July 2000 approval and should have been installed.  Town Engineer Todd Ewell stated that the pond will need to be installed according to the site plan calculations and specifications or the applicant must submit new drainage calculations and pond construction design according to current Department Environmental Conservation (DEC) requirements for review.

John Felsen made a Motion WHEREAS; this Board has examined Application 2011-01P by James Missell acting as agent for Storage Mall Rush LLC., requesting subdivision approval to subdivide a 9.95 acre parcel into 2 lots. Property is located at 7466 West Henrietta Road. Property is zoned commercial
and the maps and other materials which were filed with the application, including the Environmental Assessment form, and WHEREAS, the proposed action is a Type II action under the State of New York SEQR laws requiring no further action by this Board.
