Vice Chairman Morelli opened the meeting by introducing the Planning Board members, Deputy Town Clerk, Town Board Liaison and Town Engineer. 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  

The Minutes of June 21, 2011 were reviewed.

Application 2011-05P by James and Nancy Miller requesting site plan approval to construct a single family dwelling on a 1.84 acre parcel. Property is located at 335 Stonybrook Road. The Property is located in an R-30 zoning district.

Engineer Daniel Cornwall appeared on behalf of James and Nancy Miller. The Millers are proposing a three bedroom modular house. Mr. Cornwall submitted a revised map to the Planning Board noting that the Zoning Board granted a front setback variance on July 14, 2011 for the location of the proposed house. Mr. Cornwall also addressed comments from Monroe County Department of Planning & Development (MCDP&D) regarding submission of the Agricultural Data Statement and the existing leach field. Mr. Cornwall stated that the existing 1000 gallon tank will be relocated due to the closed proximity to the proposed basement. The old tank will be upgraded to the new required1250 gallon tank and the distribution box will also be replaced. Mr. Cornwall was told by John J. Frazer, Monroe County Public Health Engineer that a repair permit is not required for these upgrades. An inspection of the tank will be required during construction. 
Mr. Cornwall addressed comments from Town Engineer Todd Ewell. General note #7 was changed to state the use of splash blocks. The septic tank will be pumped prior to removal and disposed of properly. Mr. Cornwall has added the Stonybrook Road right of way of 66 feet to the map. Adjoiners’ names have been added to the map.  The new map shows current property line up to Stonybrook Road rather than the former Archbold Road. The silt fencing has been added to the outside of existing leach field for the work that will be done on the distribution box. A bar scale has been added to the map. Driveway culvert size, materials and inverts have been included on the new map.  Rush Highway Superintendent Mark David has viewed the site. The Rush Highway Department will be doing some ditch cleaning at the site and Miller’s contactor will set the inverts at that time. The Town Attorney’s signature line was removed and spelling error has been corrected. Mr. Cornwall discussed the topographic (topo) map with the Planning Board Chairman. An aerial photograph with 2 foot contours was submitted with the application due to the limited work being done. 
Mr. Ewell stated that there really should be a finished floor elevation. Some type of topo is needed on the site plan to provide a bench mark for the proposed finished floor elevation. Typical topo maps show 1 or 2 foot elevations. 
Vice Chairman Morelli read into the record all comments from the Rush Conservation Board, Rush Fire District Board of Commissioners, Town Engineer Todd Ewell and MCDP&D. 

The Rush Conservation Board and the Rush Fire District Board of Commissioners have no concerns regarding Application 2011-05P. 
With no further comments Vice Chairman Morelli declared the hearing closed.

INFORMAL DISCUSSION:
The Planning Board discussed the necessity a topol elevation map. The applicant is going to check with the surveyor to see if elevations might have been shot the last time the parcel was surveyed. Due to the age of the previous home, dating back to the1880’s, chances are there are no elevation maps on file for that parcel. This increases the importance to have some type of topol elevations added to the plan. Mr. Ewell recommended 1 foot elevations due to the steep grades at the rear of the property. 
DECISIONS:

Application 2011-05P by James and Nancy Miller requesting site plan approval to construct a single family dwelling on a 1.84 acre parcel. Property is located at 335 Stonybrook Road. The Property is located in an R-30 zoning district.

John Morelli made a Motion WHEREAS; this Board has examined Application 2011-05P by James and Nancy Miller requesting site plan approval to reconstruct a single family dwelling on a 1.84 acre parcel located at 335 Stonybrook Road, the same site as the previous home that was destroyed by fire. The Property is located in an R-30 zoning district and the maps and other materials which were filed with the application, including the Environmental Assessment form, and WHEREAS, the proposed action is a Type II action under the State of New York SEQR laws requiring no further action by this Board.
