APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  

The Minutes of July 19, 2011 were reviewed.

Chairman Felsen was excused from the July 19, 2011 meeting.

PUBLIC HEARING:
Application 2011-06P by Thomas DeVries requesting site plan approval to construct a single family dwelling on a 2 acre parcel located at 1801 Rush Scottsville Road. Property is located in an R-30 zoning district.

Engineer Lee Sinsebox appeared with applicants Thomas and Valerie DeVries.  Mr. Sinsebox stated that Mr. and Mrs. Devries are proposing a single family home on a 1.82 acres lot. It was noted that the parcel is in an R-20 zone rather than the above stated R-30 zone. The application meets all the dimensional requirements as per the Rush town Code. The property runs fairly level for approximately 300 feet before it drops off into the Honeoye Creek flood plain and borders the creek. The septic system has been designed pursuant to the Monroe County Department of Public Health (MCDPH) design standards. The perk rates are excellent due to the sandy soil. A seepage pit design has been selected for the proposed septic system. These types of systems perk vertically and this helps save trees and vegetation from being removed. MCDPH had a few comments regarding the septic system which are currently being addressed and the applicant will resubmit for approval. The applicants were asked by Monroe County Water Authority to utilize existing water main tap at the road rather than installing a new main tap. The applicants submitted a corrected long Environmental Assessment Form (EAF). There are no wetlands and the house will be well above the 100 year flood plain. Comments were received from the Town Engineer and are currently being addressed. 
Chairman Felsen reviewed the comments/questions from the Rush Conservation Board:

· What happen to the old house foundation and septic system? Mr. Sinsebox stated that after viewing the site there was no sign of the old foundation and the septic system. The old system would most likely be outdated. It was stated that the previous dwelling may not have had a septic system. Building Inspector/Code Enforcement Officer Gerry Kusse was present for the demolition of the old house. The foundation was located much closer to the road than the applicants proposed location. Mr. Kusse stated that the old stone foundation is still there and was filled in after all other debris was taken away. 
· Will there be a pipe running to the number 3 proposed seepage pit located in the center of the driveway turnaround? Mr. Sinsebox stated that a pipe should be installed prior to the construction of the driveway. Chairman Felsen also requested that the pipe be shown on the map. 
· Are there any issues with the fence being placed in the wetland? Chairman Felsen stated that the Conservation Board meant flood plain rather than wetland. There is no issue with the fence being placed in the flood plain. Mr. Kusse stated that a building permit is required for the fence. 
· Where will the sump discharge be located?  The sump discharge will be located at the southwest corner of the house and will be added to the map. Splash blocks will be used, note #6 will need to be changed to reflect that. 
Mr. Sinsebox stated that he has also received comments from Town Engineer Todd Ewell and he is addressing those as well as make any required additions or corrections to the plans. 

Chairman Felsen informed Mr. Sinsebox that easement agreements will be required for Honeoye Creek at the rear of the property and for the tributary to the west. Easement requirements are 20 feet from top of bank, a separate map showing the metes and bounds with a description and numbered courses on the map to match the description. 
Chairman Felsen read all comments from the Monroe County Department of Planning and Development.  

The Rush Fire District has no concerns regarding the application.
Resident Carolyn Lochman had setback questions regarding placement of the proposed house. The required setback for the dwelling is 110 feet from centerline.
Resident Justin Laird and Ms. Lochman viewed the proposed plans submitted by the engineer.
With no further comments Chairman Felsen Declared the Public hearing closed. 

INFORMAL DISCUSSION:
Ginger Wang did not appear.

John Morelli introduced Justin Morelli and Colleen Morelli. Mr. Morelli submitted an informal site plan for discussion. Mr. Morelli is proposing to run 2 water lines in a common trench for his existing house and for a proposed house to be located on a second parcel to the rear of the existing house. Monroe County Water Authority (MCWA) has given preliminary approval for the dual water lines and will require two meters at the road. MCWA is asking Mr. Morelli for a site plan showing utilities and an easement. Mr. Morelli is hoping to have a formal site plan to the Planning Board in September for an October public hearing. Mr. Morelli would like to begin installing the water lines as soon as possible with the permission of the MCWA. Until the site plan for the proposed new house is approved, water lines can only be installed on Mr. Morelli’s parcel with the existing house. There was discussion regarding the tax map numbers. Mr. Morelli will check the numbers for accuracy. The Chairman also mentioned the possible need for a booster pump, MCWA will advise. 
Councilman Riepe had nothing to report. 

Farmland Committee Chairman Scott Strock informed the Board and the audience of the upcoming committee meeting on September 13, 2011 at 7:30PM. Committee members have been asked to confirm attendance with Deputy Town Clerk Palmer. 

The Planning Board discussed New York State Industry School’s plans to draw down the water storage tank. 

DECISIONS:

John Felsen made a Motion WHEREAS; this Board has examined Application 2011-06P Thomas DeVries requesting site plan approval to construct a single family dwelling on a 1.82 acre parcel located at 1801 Rush Scottsville Road. Property is located in an R-20 zoning district and the maps and other materials which were filed with the application, including the Environmental Assessment form, and WHEREAS, the proposed action is a Type II action under the State of New York SEQR laws requiring no further action by this Board.

John Felsen made a Motion to grant site plan approval for Application 2011-06P by Thomas Devries conditioned upon:

1. The applicant complying with all comments set forth by Town Engineer Todd Ewell.

2. The applicant showing the easements for both streams on the west side of the property including the tributary to Honeoye Creek and Honeoye Creek Proper.  

3. The applicant showing the future pipe connection on the map to the proposed seepage pit located under the driveway.

4. The applicant revising the proposed location of the water service.

5. The applicant complying with the comments from Monroe County Department of Planning and Development.

6. The applicant obtaining approvals from the Monroe County Department of Public Health, Monroe County Water Authority and Town Engineer Todd Ewell. 

7. Should a proposed footer drain/sump pump system be installed, the applicant will be required to show the discharge point on the plans. 

8. The applicant applying and obtaining a fence permit from the Rush Building Department as part of the building permit process for the proposed welded wire fence.
