PUBLIC HEARING:

Application 2007-04 Z by Larry Brown for an Area Variance to build a new garage on the present site. The new garage dimensions do not comply with the required setback in an R-20 Zoning District. Property is located at 1851 Rush Scottsville Road.

Mr. Brown stated that he wished to extend the size of his garage. The proposed garage will not be any closer than 3 feet from the side lot line or any further forward than the original garage. Variances of 20 feet for the front and 12 feet for the side will be required. 
Mr. Brown submitted to the Board Members a drawing of the front of the proposed garage. 
Mr. Van Lare read correspondence from Mrs. Gail Mack residing at 1857 Rush Scottsville Road. Mrs. Mack is in favor of the new garage. 
This Application was referred to as a Local Matter by Monroe County Department of Planning & Development, Monroe County Development Review.

There were no further comments and Mr. Van Lare declared the Public Hearing closed.

WORKSHOP:

Application 2007-05 Z by Matthew Hetrick & Kimberley Kyle Hetrick for an Area Variance to build a deck 20 feet from the property line. The proposed location does not comply with the required setback in an R-30 Zoning District. Property is located at 1094 Rush Scottsville Road.

Mr. Hetrick described the placement of the proposed deck. He will be removing an old back room that has no foundation under it and plans to replace it with an uncovered 14’x 14’ deck.   

There was no further discussion regarding this Application. 

The Public Hearing for this Application will be scheduled for August 9, 2007.

APPLICATION ASSIGNMENT:
Mr. Weiler has been assigned Application 2007-05 Z by Matthew Hetrick & Kimberley Kyle-Hetrick. 
DECISION:
Mr. Taylor made a Motion WHEREAS; this Board has examined Application 2007-04Z by Larry Brown of 1851 Rush-Scottsville Road, located in an R-20 district, requesting a variance to permit the construction of a 24’x 32’ garage on the footprint of an existing 18’x 24’ garage. The enlargement will occur only to the rear and to the west side of the existing structure. Appropriate maps and diagrams were submitted with the application.

And WHEREAS the Application is solely for side and front set back variances, now

BE IT RESOLVED that this Board determines that it is a Type II action which requires no further processing under SEQR. The reason for this determination is that Section 617.5c (12) of Title 6 of the New York Code of Rules and Regulations, in listing Type II actions, includes granting of set back variances.

WHEREAS, Application 2007-04Z was submitted by Larry Brown for a side variance of 12’  and a front variance of 20’ from the set backs  as set forth in the Code of Rush, Chapters 120-18 and 120-19 as described in the map and diagram submitted with the application and

WHEREAS a Public Hearing on this application was scheduled and notice was posted as required by law and

WHEREAS all persons at the hearing desiring to speak on the matter were heard, all correspondence was read and those statements were considered by this Board, then 

BE IT RESOLVED that Application 2007-04Z be granted subject to the following conditions:

1. No work is to be commenced until a Building Permit is obtained from the Town of Rush.
2. The construction of the garage is to be completed within one year of the approval of this application.

The reasons for this action are:

1. The proposed addition is no closer to the side and front lot lines than the pre-existing, non-conforming garage.
2. There will be no undesirable change in the character of the neighborhood.
3. There is no discernible detriment to the health, safety or welfare of the community or neighborhood that would occur as a result of granting this variance.
