WORKSHOP:      

Application 2011-05Z by Thomas and Lori Sorber requesting an Area Variance to build a garage addition. The proposed location does not comply with Rush Town Code §120-19. Property is located at 100 Biondo Court and is in an R-30 Zoning District. 

Chairman Van Lare explained the history of the Biondo Court subdivision. Under the Average Density Development section of the Rush Town Code, the R-30 subdivision was approved with smaller lots in exchange for green space. These parcels have slightly different setbacks requirements based on their total square footage. 
After review of the Sorbers application, the Zoning Board informed Mr. and Mrs. Sorber that 2 variance will be required for the additions. The Sorbers lot is .69 acres which is over the 30,000 square foot minimum requirement for average density zoning. The parcel falls under the Regular R-30 zoning. 

Application 2011-05Z will address the front setback variance. Chairman Van Lare reviewed the application requirements. Rush Town Code requires a 100 foot front setback from center line for town roads. The Sorbers addition puts the structure 69 feet from centerline. The front setback variance request will require 31 feet of relief. 
The Sorbers have been asked to provide several items:

· Letters of consent from surrounding neighbors.

· A corrected survey map including all current structures on the property.
· Indication of dimensions/setbacks of the neighbor’s dwelling on the map. 

· Indication of a front setback distance from center line to the proposed addition of 69 feet and the request of a 31 foot variance. 
· Completion of all required items listed on page 2 of the application. 
· Submission of a second application (2011-06Z) for the required side setback variance of 5 feet. 
INFORMAL DISCUSSION: 
The Town Board will be screening candidates for the Zoning Board of Appeals vacancy next week. Chairman Van Lare suggested a government workshop that would be good for a new board member to attend. 

The Zoning Board discussed a recent variance application scheduled to appear in May.
Councilman Simon informed the Board that the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation passed new regulations on April 15, 2011 regarding outdoor wood boilers. The Town of Rush will be following the DEC’s standards concerning this matter.

The Zoning Board also discussed the properties located at 5946 East Henrietta Road, Perry Hill Road and 6393 East River Road.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  March 10, 2011

Don Van Lare made a motion to approve the Minutes of March 10, 2011 as amended below.
