INFORMAL DISCUSSION:
Application 2011-01Z, 2011-02Z, 2011-03Z by Naveed and Arooj Hussain requesting renewals for area, fence and parking variances for a commercial site plan to construct an 8024 square foot, single-story building and gasoline filling station, located at 5946 East Henrietta Road. Property is located in a commercial zoning district.
Naveed Hussain stated that there is no change in the original application for variances which was approved on February 11, 2010.  They are continuing negotiations in establishing bank funding to move forward with the project; all contractual agreements are approved.  Arooj Hussain stated that a renewal site plan application has been submitted to the Planning Board.  At this point, a ground-breaking date has not been set.  
Chair Van Lare noted that time limitations were not set on the approved variances at the February 11, 2010, Zoning Board of Appeals meeting.  Attorney Frank Pavia stated that the Planning Board approved the site plan on February 16, 2010, with conditions. The Hussains approved application before the Planning Board may require commencement of site work within a one-year period.  The applicants agreed at the meeting to verify that issue with the Planning Board.   

WORKSHOP:

Town Clerk Bucci read aloud Application 2011-04Z as follows:
Application 2011-04Z by Anthony Benfante requesting a front setback variance for an addition to the single family residence located at 2262 Rush Mendon Road. The proposed addition does not comply with §120-18 of the Rush Town Code. Property is located in an R-30 zoning district.
Anthony Benfante stated that the addition would extend 16 ½ feet from the current structure and 72 feet from the road.  The addition will be roughly 17 feet short of the required front setback.  

Chair Van Lare noted that a requirement of a variance is that all applicants present a map including adjacent properties structures as well as those across the street.  

Mr. Benfante stated that the house to the west house is approximately 300 feet and the house to the east, on the corner of Pinnacle Road and State Route 251 is approximately 200 feet.
Mr. Benfante supplied a document dated February 4, 2011, including surrounding neighbor signatures of no objection to the proposed addition.  Information will be read aloud at the next Public Hearing.    

Chair Van Lare suggested Mr. Benfante investigate the frontage of properties closer than the 110 feet requirement.    
Mr. Benefante added that (1) placing the addition to the west of his property would require removing an existing garage and/or driveway (2) placing an addition to the east side of property has a higher water table and includes 2 trees that he would rather not remove; and (3) In previous years, a sunroom was added to the existing structure complicating adding an addition.    

Application 2011-04Z has been assigned to Mrs. Corbin and Mrs. Pruden who will contact Mr. Benefante and schedule a site visit.  
Chair Van Lare will schedule a Public Hearing of Application 2011-04Z for March 10, 2011.   
BOARD DISCUSSION:
Councilman Thomas Doupe, Liaison, had no additional information to report.  As Councilman Doupe will be serving as Rush Town Justice soon, Chair Van Lare thanked him for his service to the Zoning Board of Appeals.
