Chairman Van Lare introduced and welcomed new Zoning Board member Garry Koppers. 
WORKSHOP:      

Application 2011-05Z by Thomas and Lori Sorber requesting a front setback variance for a proposed garage addition. The proposed location does not comply with Rush Town Code §120-19. Property is located at 100 Biondo Court and is in an R-30 Zoning District. 
Application 2011-06Z by Thomas and Lori Sorber of 100 Biondo Court requesting an side setback variance of 5 feet for a proposed garage addition. The proposed location does not comply with Rush Town Code §120-19. Property is located in an R-30 Zoning District. 

The Sorber’s submitted a second application for the additional required side setback. A revised survey map for both applications has been submitted. Mr. Sorber explained their proposal to erect a 16 foot addition forward of the current garage and extending 8 feet on the east side. The existing garage is to be turned into living/work space. The Sorber’s are asking for a 31 foot front variance and an 8 foot side setback. 

The Public Hearing for both applications is scheduled for June 9, 2011 at 7:00pm. 
INFORMAL DISCUSSION: 
James and Nancy Miller appeared to discuss variances needed for the replacement of their home located at 335 Stonybrook Road. The original dwelling was recently destroyed by fire. They are proposing to replace the dwelling with a single story modular home with a slightly different footprint and the square footage will be reduced. The original house was pre-existing to the construction of Stonybook Road. Stonybrook Road was constructed 97 feet from their house therefore the house is considered pre-existing, non-conforming. The Miller’s would like to place the new house a few feet forward of the original footprint due to a steep drop off to a gully behind the home site. 
The Miller’s stated that they are currently working with the Monroe County Department of Public Health regarding the replacement of the septic system. 

Chairman Van Lare suggested that the Millers submit their application with a site plan and exact measurements by the end of the month for a June 9th workshop. This would allow the Millers to appear for a Public Hearing July 14th. Having the Zoning process completed will save time for the Millers when they submit a site plan to the Planning Board for review. 
ASSIGNMENT OF APPLICATIONS:

Zoning Board members Robert Weiler and Garry Koppers will be assigned to application 2011-05Z and 2011-06Z. Arrangements will be made to view the property prior to the Public Hearings.
INFORMAL DISCUSSION:

The Zoning Board Chairman informed board members of current status and correspondence regarding a recent area variance application for a boat located at 270 Keyes Road.
