REVIEW OF APPLICATIONS:
Application 2014-02P by Jim Missell, agent for Bradley Blain, requesting Subdivision and Site Plan approval to subdivide 4.4 acres from a 40 acre parcel.  Proposed lot 1 is not an approved building site.  Single family dwellings are proposed for lots 2, 3, and 4.  Property is located on the north side of Jeffords Road and is zoned R-30.
The Conservation Board reviewed the above said application and noted that there is a discrepancy in Mr. Blain’s application form regarding wetlands.  On one page there is an indication of wetlands, and on another page it says otherwise.  Applicant will need to clarify and if there are wetlands, show them on the map.  The map also needs to show the location of the current two acres of woodlands, and where one acre of woodland will be sacrificed. The Conservation Board is questioning if fill will be brought in.
