1.     OPEN FORUM

IV.  CORRESPONDENCE  
MCDOT re:  AIDS Care  Walk, Run & Ride Parade Permit – Notice of Event scheduled for September 18, 2011, proceeding on East River Road from Route 251 to the Monroe County line and on North Road crossing at Browns Avenue.  There will be no traffic control provided by law enforcement for the event.  

Resident Paul Stevenson Letter of Request dated March 16, 2011 for Amendment to Rush Town Code – Mr. Stevenson requests a change to the Rush Town Code to allow a seasonal campground located on Perry Hill Road.  Mr. Stevenson requests to be on the Board agenda.  Supervisor Udicious stated that the Board will review his request and report back to him within the next two weeks.  

District 131, Assemblymember Harry Bronson Request – Notice for Court Justice Assistant Grant (JAG) funds from the Federal Government.  In talking with Justice Kirch, Supervisor Udicious submitted a request of $4,000 worth of office equipment to Assemblymember Bronson.     
Interstate Route 390 Entrance ramp in Rush – Northbound ramp at Route 390 will be closed for approximately 3 months to perform concrete patching in one lane at a time, northbound.  Once the northboard lane is re-opened, the southbound ramp may be closed.  Detour signs are posted.          

Insurance Services Office (ISO), a property casualty insurance risks company – The company evaluates town and building departments relating to building and construction.  In 2010, an evaluation report was done, and the Rush Buildings Department scored higher than the national average on residential and commercial measures.  The rating will assist the town in getting a lower insurance rate.  
V.  REPORTS OF OFFICERS AND COMMITTEES
Councilman Riepe attended both Fire Commissioners and Planning Board meetings.  
Councilwoman Sluberski along with Councilman Riepe conducted the Justice Court audit.            

Highway Superintendent David requested the status of the Scrap Metal Policy.  Attorney Pavia stated that it is acceptable.  Supervisor Udicious will add the Scrap Metal Policy to the April 13 agenda.       

Code Enforcement Officer Kusse had no report.
Town Clerk Bucci submitted the Monthly Town Clerk report to the Supervisor amounting to $11,638 in revenue.  The majority of revenues were collected from Recreation, Dog Licensing and Engineering fees.  

Town Clerk Bucci stated that as Records Management Officer, she follows the Records Retention and Disposition Schedule MU-1 provided through NYS Archive Government Records.  The fixed assets and inventory of records are recorded by the Finance Director and Town Clerk and according to the NYS Controller’s Regulations.  All electronics that are unusable can be disposed of through a recycling company.  Since individual residents will not be able to dispose of certain electronics at the curbside after April 1, 2011, Highway Superintendent Mark David and Town Clerk Pamela Bucci will be meeting with a recycling company in order to investigate the possibility of providing a recycling day to residents.      

VI.     OLD BUSINESS

A. Court Audit  –  Councilwoman Sluberski and Councilman Riepe performed the Justice Court audit on Saturday, March 12, 2011.  Findings of 2010 records reviewed have been submitted and were read by Supervisor Udicious.  The report will be forwarded to NYS Office of Court Administration.    
In reference to audits, money has been budgeted to conduct audits for departments within the town, namely the Finance Department and Town Clerk’s Office.  
B.  Railroad Museum Request to Use Town Property to Expand Visitor Parking – Supervisor Udicious will contact Jeremy Tuke of the Rochester Chapter of the National railway Historical Society for a written request of the minimum area needed for visitor parking.  The Town can then decide whether or not to approve the use and in what permitted or leased basis.     
Councilman Simon questioned the responsibly party for liability insurance in relation to parking on town-owned property.   Attorney Pavia stated that verbiage would be included in an agreement with the Town and the Railroad Museum.      

VII.    NEW BUSINESS  
A.  Rush Reservoir Floating Cover and Liner Improvement  -  The Rush Reservoir liner will be replaced and the access road widened.  Town Clerk Bucci has furnished addresses of all residents surrounding the reservoir traffic area, both Rush and Henrietta, to the City of Rochester so that a letter outlining a timeline of work to be done in the area can be sent out by the City.   
B.   Town Hall/Library Security - A meeting is being scheduled to modify the security system procedures of the building.   
C.  Earth Day – Hans Schmitthenner has volunteered to conduct the 7th Annual Townwide Earth Day Spring Clean Up.  It is scheduled for Saturday, April 30th.  Details will be published in the Rush Town Newsletter. 

D.  Agreement to Spend Town Highway Funds –– Highway Superintendent Mark David provided an agreement to spend $33,400.00 for town highway general repairs which will cover 23.10 miles.  The agreement also provides for spending in the amount of $35,800.00 for Improvements Consolidated Local State and Highway Improvement Program (C.H.I.P.S.) monies for .55 miles designated on  Aprille Lane, Hanlon Drive and Pleasant Drive.   
RESOLUTION #72-2011
Supervisor Udicious made a motion authorizing the Town Highway Superintendent Mark David to spend highway funds and C.H.I.P.S. monies in the amount of $69,200.00 for the purpose of repairs and improvement of 23.65 miles of town roads, and specifically designated improvements on Aprille Lane, Hanlon Drive and Pleasant Drive.  Councilwoman Sluberski seconded the motion.

E.  Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) and Board of Assessment Review Board (BAR) Openings – Supervisor Udicious stated that there are currently openings on each the ZBA and BAR, of which an appointment to the BAR is time sensitive being that required training of its members is offered in Monroe County during the month of April.    

At this time, one application has been received for the Board of Assessment Review and Town Board members have previously interviewed the candidate.  All future applications will be kept on file for the appropriate timeframe.
